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COMMERCIAL DRIVER
LICENSE OVERVIEW

To drive a ready mix concrete truck, you must have at least a Class B CDL license (you can also drive
a concrete truck if you have a Class A CDL license).

Definition of Class A

For operation of a commercial motor vehicle. Any combination of vehicles with a Gross Vehicle
Weight Rating (GVWR), actual weight, or registered weight over 26,000 pounds provided the
GVWR, actual weight, or registered weight of the towed vehicle(s) is more than 10,000 pounds.

Definition of Class B

For operation of a commercial motor vehicle. Any single vehicle with a GVWR, actual weight, or
registered weight over 26,000 pounds, or such vehicle towing a vehicle with a GVWR, actual
weight, or registered weight of 10,000 pounds or less.
